
Northcrest Youth League Rules 
 

1. Dress Code:  Northcrest Bowling Shirts are to be worn every Saturday during League Play – this is your 

uniform – if you choose not to wear your uniform you will have to pay a $2.00 penalty fee to the league. 

– No exceptions!!   

  

2. Cell Phones/Hand Held Devices:  NO cell phones or video games are permitted during league play – 

there will be warnings –If you are using a cell phone/video game, you will be asked by your Parents, 

Coaches/Parent Auxiliary Member and Program Directors to put it away during league play – if you do 

not wish to comply, you will be asked to go home.  Parents, we are asking that you help enforce this rule 

with your child/children. 

 

3. No drinking or eating allowed in the bowling area. 

 

4. No running around or horseplay will be permitted. 

 

5. No swearing, abusive language towards each other or abuse of bowling equipment this includes sitting 

on the ball returns. 

 

6. No one is allowed in the bowling area except registered bowlers and coaches.  Parents please sit at 

the tables in the concourse areas.     

      If anyone wishes to coach please see Tina Bowen or Laura McCaig.   

 

7. The lounge area is OFF LIMITS during league play, however, when league play is completed and you 

are 19 years of age or older, you may enter the lounge.  All others are prohibited.  No smoking or 

drinking of alcoholic beverages while Youth Bowling in progress. 

 

8. In order to be part of next year’s tournaments you must have completed or bowled off at least 

50% of your games after the qualifiers are finished. 

 

10.  You must have 60% of your games in the season for a free banquet ticket and your awards.
